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God’s will is for us to be holy as He
is holy. (1 Peter 1:16) When He looks
down at us and sees us not being holy
that is also His will because He gave
us free will to choose.

The innumerable choices we make
during our lifespan will eventually
prepare us for one place or the other.
I have learned that one’s best work is
not done under coercion. We do our
best when we want to do something,
when we love what we are doing.
When we do everything as if we are
doing it for the Lord. (Col. 3:23)

Occasionally, when I point something
out that I think needs to be done for
our chapter that I cannot get to [ hear
the word delegate. I have found that
for people to serve in a ministry it
must be their will. The exercise of the
free will God gave them. They want
to be in alignment with God’s will for
their lives. In these circumstances
they serve as if they are doing it for
God and no one else. The result is
their best effort. If that is what God
wants, and I believe it is, why would
I ask or coerce someone to do any
different?

From God’s point of view:” You
make a thing voluntary and then half
the people do not do it. That is not
what you willed, but your will has
made it possible.” C. S. Lewis

So, will that thing that I pointed out
that needs to be done for our chapter
get done? Everything done in the

ministry of CMA is voluntary. It may
get done and it may not. Perhaps it
did not really need to be done and
sometimes we learn from the
consequences.

I just remind myself daily that God is
in control. When I hear stories of how
God intricately weaves the lives of
people together for His glory, I am
reassured by knowing how little I can
see and understand His greatness.

I am content to be faithful with what
He has given me to do and to do it
with my ability. One day when He
calls me home, I believe that I will
understand much more. More
importantly, once I am called home
to be in God’s presence, [ will no
longer be seeking answers.
